								UNFUNDED AND UNDERFUNDED MANDATES:

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs.

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs.

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs.

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs.

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs. 



				Some of the mandates that districts, including Hull Public Schools must address are:

				s		TIME AND LEARNING STANDARDS:  Districts are required to expand time spent on classroom instruction.



				s		PROVIDE FREE AND EQUAL EDUCATION: All students from kindergarten through grade 12 provided free and equal education.  

						Chapter 70 underfunded to provide necessary and mandated services.



				s		DATA MANAGEMENT:  Data management has expanded tenfold:  Districts are responsible for completing and filing many reports to DESE, and the list keeps growing.  

						There is a Superintendent's checklist that identifies those reports located on DESE website.



				s		SPECIAL EDUCATION:  The  cost of providing assessments, evaluations, specialized instructional services, for Special Education, many times exceed the funding provided

						by federal and state sources.  "Circuit Breaker" funding, that is intended to supplement the local budget has fluctuated over the last five years, 

						from 40% to 75% reimbursement, after the district reaches the foundation amount per student.  This could leave a town vulnerable to large unforseen costs.

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs.

				s		TIME AND LEARNING STANDARDS:  Districts are required to expand time spent on classroom instruction.



				s		PROVIDE FREE AND EQUAL EDUCATION: All students from kindergarten through grade 12 provided free and equal education.

				s		DATA MANAGEMENT:  Data management has expanded tenfold:  Districts are responsible for completing and filing many reports to DESE, and the list keeps growing.

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs. 



				Some of the mandates that districts, including Hull Public Schools must address are:

				s		TIME AND LEARNING STANDARDS:  Districts are required to expand time spent on classroom instruction.



				s		PROVIDE FREE AND EQUAL EDUCATION: All students from kindergarten through grade 12 provided free and equal education.  

						Chapter 70 underfunded to provide necessary and mandated services.



				s		DATA MANAGEMENT:  Data management has expanded tenfold:  Districts are responsible for completing and filing many reports to DESE, and the list keeps growing.  

						There is a Superintendent's checklist that identifies those reports located on DESE website.



				s		SPECIAL EDUCATION:  The  cost of providing assessments, evaluations, specialized instructional services, for Special Education, many times exceed the funding provided

						by federal and state sources.  "Circuit Breaker" funding, that is intended to supplement the local budget has fluctuated over the last five years, 

						from 40% to 75% reimbursement, after the district reaches the foundation amount per student.  This could leave a town vulnerable to large unforseen costs.

				s		STATE CONCUSSION REGULATIONS:  Annual required training for nurses, althletic and coaching staff, parents, student athletes.  Training is free, but salaries paid to staff for the time

						to train is not free.  



				s		McKINNEY-VENTO LEGISLATION: Requires schools to accept any homeless student or foster placed student who  wishes to attend your public school.

								UNFUNDED AND UNDERFUNDED MANDATES:

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs. 



				Some of the mandates that districts, including Hull Public Schools must address are:

				s		TIME AND LEARNING STANDARDS:  Districts are required to expand time spent on classroom instruction.



				s		PROVIDE FREE AND EQUAL EDUCATION: All students from kindergarten through grade 12 provided free and equal education.  

						Chapter 70 underfunded to provide necessary and mandated services.



				s		DATA MANAGEMENT:  Data management has expanded tenfold:  Districts are responsible for completing and filing many reports to DESE, and the list keeps growing.  

						There is a Superintendent's checklist that identifies those reports located on DESE website.



				s		SPECIAL EDUCATION:  The  cost of providing assessments, evaluations, specialized instructional services, for Special Education, many times exceed the funding provided

						by federal and state sources.  "Circuit Breaker" funding, that is intended to supplement the local budget has fluctuated over the last five years, 

						from 40% to 75% reimbursement, after the district reaches the foundation amount per student.  This could leave a town vulnerable to large unforseen costs.



				s		SPECIAL EDUCATION TRANSPORTATION:  Special Education transporation costs, that are mandatory, continue to rise, and are not claimed through Circuit Breaker.

				s		ANTI-BULLYING LAW:  Requires districts to report incident to law enforcement.  However, the district must conduct a thorough investigation, in a timely manner, and in the best 

						interest of all potential victims, the emotional, physical harm or damage to the victim.  The demands of this law require more resources, such as counselors, police, courts, etc.



				s		STATE CONCUSSION REGULATIONS:  Annual required training for nurses, althletic and coaching staff, parents, student athletes.  Training is free, but salaries paid to staff for the time

						to train is not free.  



				s		McKINNEY-VENTO LEGISLATION: Requires schools to accept any homeless student or foster placed student who  wishes to attend your public school.  

						Therefore, the district is required to transport any homeless living in town to the schools in their former home district.  There is  some reimbursement, but it goes directly to 

						the town.

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs.

								UNFUNDED AND UNDERFUNDED MANDATES:

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs. 



				Some of the mandates that districts, including Hull Public Schools must address are:

				s		TIME AND LEARNING STANDARDS:  Districts are required to expand time spent on classroom instruction.



				s		PROVIDE FREE AND EQUAL EDUCATION: All students from kindergarten through grade 12 provided free and equal education.  

						Chapter 70 underfunded to provide necessary and mandated services.



				s		DATA MANAGEMENT:  Data management has expanded tenfold:  Districts are responsible for completing and filing many reports to DESE, and the list keeps growing.  

						There is a Superintendent's checklist that identifies those reports located on DESE website.



				s		SPECIAL EDUCATION:  The  cost of providing assessments, evaluations, specialized instructional services, for Special Education, many times exceed the funding provided

								UNFUNDED AND UNDERFUNDED MANDATES:

				Hull Public Schools and the Town of Hull continue to bear the cost of implementation and compliance with various

				statutes, regulations, initiatives, grants, and directives.  Many of  which are "unfunded mandates" that become especially onerous

				during challenging economic times.  The education reform act of 1993 has allowed state government to continue to impose

				requirements on school districts without, in the opinion of many local educators, sufficient funding to cover all costs. 



				Some of the mandates that districts, including Hull Public Schools must address are:

				s		TIME AND LEARNING STANDARDS:  Districts are required to expand time spent on classroom instruction.



				s		PROVIDE FREE AND EQUAL EDUCATION: All students from kindergarten through grade 12 provided free and equal education.  

						Chapter 70 underfunded to provide necessary and mandated services.



				s		DATA MANAGEMENT:  Data management has expanded tenfold:  Districts are responsible for completing and filing many reports to DESE, and the list keeps growing.  

						There is a Superintendent's checklist that identifies those reports located on DESE website.



				s		SPECIAL EDUCATION:  The  cost of providing assessments, evaluations, specialized instructional services, for Special Education, many times exceed the funding provided

						by federal and state sources.  "Circuit Breaker" funding, that is intended to supplement the local budget has fluctuated over the last five years, 

						from 40% to 75% reimbursement, after the district reaches the foundation amount per student.  This could leave a town vulnerable to large unforseen costs.



				s		SPECIAL EDUCATION TRANSPORTATION:  Special Education transporation costs, that are mandatory, continue to rise, and are not claimed through Circuit Breaker.



				s		MASS CHAPTER 222:   Requres that schools provide alternative educational services for students suspended or expelled from school, and pay for those associated costs.



				s		LOCAL STUDENT TRANSPORTATION:  Regular local student transportation, required to provide to all students in grades K to 6 who live two miles or more from their school,

						 is not  funded by state.



				s		RESPONSE TO INTERVENTION:  District is required to provide training for RTI.  The majority of staff must be instructed in techniques to de-escalate student crises.



				s		INTEGRATED PRE-SCHOOL  REQUIREMENT:  Must provide program and services in accordance with the regulations of Early Education and Care.  Regulations require public schools

						to participate in "transition planning conferences" for all students serviced by Early Intervention three months before their  thrid birthday.  Also mandates observing students

						in their natural environments.



				s		ANTI-BULLYING LAW:  Requires districts to report incident to law enforcement.  However, the district must conduct a thorough investigation, in a timely manner, and in the best 

						interest of all potential victims, the emotional, physical harm or damage to the victim.  The demands of this law require more resources, such as counselors, police, courts, etc.



				s		STATE CONCUSSION REGULATIONS:  Annual required training for nurses, althletic and coaching staff, parents, student athletes.  Training is free, but salaries paid to staff for the time

						to train is not free.  



				s		McKINNEY-VENTO LEGISLATION: Requires schools to accept any homeless student or foster placed student who  wishes to attend your public school.  

						Therefore, the district is required to transport any homeless living in town to the schools in their former home district.  There is  some reimbursement, but it goes directly to 

						the town. 



				s		ELL SERVICES:  The District is required to proved ELL services to all students not fluent in English.  Teacher must be specially certified to provide this service. 

						Specific educational materials and testing is required, which is provided by the district.  In addition, all classroom teachers who  serve ELL students in their classrooms, 

						must have 10 hours of training each year until fulfilling 50 hours required.  All communications sent home to non English speaking parents, must be translated.



				s		HOME-SCHOOLED STUDENTS:  The District must monitor and document all home-schooled students.



				s		NEXT-GENERATION MCAS TESTING:  Next-Generation MCAS testing will be designed to take the test online.  Schools are expected to implement online testing environments.



				s		PUBLIC RECORDS LAW: Law has been updated, now requires up to 4 hours of service at no charge to the public requesting the records.



				s		NEW CURRICULUM FRAMEWORKS:   Constantly revised and updated by the state on a regular basis.  Such as new science standards that will require developing a transition plan

						design, provide professional development, and purchase new instructional materials. 



				s		NEW TEACHER MENTOR PROGRAM:  We are required to implement and maintain a teacher mentor program for new teachers for tow-year period.  

						There is a cost associated for a seasoned teacher to provide mentoring.



				s		AUTOMATED EXTERNAL DEFIBRILLATOR REQUIREMENT:  New law requires us to have AED's out in fields during each athletic practice and athletic game, and 

						requires coaches to be trained on how to use them.
