There are several important steps that need to be taken to fulfill requirements for winter athletic participation in basketball, cheerleading and ice hockey.  All student-athletes must have a physical dated within the last 13 months. 

The school physical permission slips, participation paperwork and waiver forms are available on the Athletic Department Web Site. Additionally, paperwork is available for pick up and drop off during lunches from November 15 through Friday, November 18. All forms and fees must be returned prior to any athletic participation. Failure to do this will result in a delay of your child's athletic participation.

Fee Schedule:

Sport 1:  $250

Sport 2:  $175

Ice Hockey surcharge:  $25

Your son/daughter will receive an Eligibility Ticket.  This ticket will have 5 areas for sign off.  Upon completing all requirements the ticket will have 5 signatures.  That ticket is then presented to the Head Coach on the first day of practice.  Again, all participation paperwork can be picked up at lunches from November 15 through November 18.

This year, we have decided to replace the Athletic Open House setting for all sports, with individual parent, student-athlete and coach meetings.  Attendance at these meetings is mandatory to ensure that your child’s athletic participation is not delayed.  Failure to attend these meetings will result in a delay of your child’s athletic participation.
