Course Overview:

Proficiency in the basic skills acquired in Spanish I will be reinforced and expanded. In this course, students will study regular and irregular verbs, new tenses and other new, grammatical forms. These will all be presented in the context of verbal, and written communication that simultaneously expands the student’s vocabulary. Directed compositions are frequently assigned to increase correct use of the language. Reading is intensified with the introduction of the short story. The culture, customs and traditions of Spain and Latin America will provide the source for understanding Spanish-speaking people.

Course Objectives:

· Students will use the skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing.

· Students will gain knowledge and understanding of other cultures.

· Students will develop insight into the nature of language and culture by comparing their own language and culture with another.

· Students will make connections with other subject areas.

Course Content:

· Vocabulary: Food, parts of the body, words and phases to talk about illnesses, places to go around town, places to shop and transportation to get there, television, and the media and movies.

· Grammar & Verb Forms: present tense, preterit tense, present progressive tense, imperfect tense, and comparisons and superlatives.

· Culture: The traditions, perspectives, practices, history, literature, product, holidays and/or performing arts of Mexico, Central and South America and Spain.

Required Reading: 

· Selected literary works.

Required Writing:

· Compositions in Spanish.

General Statement:

Our main purpose in this classroom is to learn. To do so, we must respect the class, including our classmates, our teacher, and most importantly, ourselves. We also must work diligently. Everyone who follows these guidelines will be successful in this class.

Rules:

· When the bell rings, be in your seat and prepared for class (you will need your textbook, binder and a pen or pencil.)

Procedures:

Be prepared for class means:

· Have your own covered text book

· Have a pen or pencil

· Homework

· Class work

· Graded assignments

· Have extra loose-leaf paper

· Homework is checked at the beginning of class. Have it out and ready to be checked.

· Raise your hand to make a comment or ask a question

· Go to the bathroom before class.

· If you have a question or concern that is not appropriate to address during class, please speak with me after school or during my free period

· Pay attention and have fun.

Consequences:

1. If you are late without a pass, you will get a detention the first time, a phone call home a detention the second time, and a discipline referral the third.

2. If you come into class unprepared, you will receive a zero for the work, quiz, or exam you did not complete.

3. If you speak out when you do not have permission, you will get a detention the first time, a phone call home and a detention the second time, and a discipline referral the third.

4. If you speak disrespectfully to the teacher or a classmate, you will get a detention the first time, a phone call and a detention the second time, and a discipline referral the third.

Grading policy:

Students are assessed based on:

· Class work and classroom participation and behavior.

· Homework

· Quizzes

· Tests

· Compositions

· Projects

· Homework is graded based on completion, not accuracy. Homework must be complete to receive credit. Homework may not be turned in late.

· Compositions and projects: will be graded using the school-wide writing rubric.

· Quarter grades: Each assignment, quiz and test will be given a point value. Grades will be based on the percentage of points a student earns out of the total possible points each term.
