Course Overview:

Students will complete their study of the major elements of Spanish grammar. Readings, composition writing and discussion topics will be used to enhance student fluency and self-expression. Students explore the literary, artistic and cultural heritage of Spain and Latin America in greater depth.

Course Objectives:

· Students will use the skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing.

· Students will gain knowledge and understanding of other cultures.

· Students will develop insight into the nature of language and culture by comparing their own language and culture with another.

· Students will make connections with other subject areas.

Course Content:

· Vocabulary: Clothing, food and beverages, sports and pastimes, celebrations, the environment, places to shop and do errands, means of transportation, movies and television.

· Grammar: Reflexive verbs, preterit tense, demonstrative adjectives, imperfect tense, familiar command, and present subjunctive.

· Verb forms: Irregular verbs such as Ser, Ir, Saber, and Conocer, present tense, preterit tense and imperfect tense.

· Culture: Schools in Mexico, pastimes of teens in Central America, the monetary system of Latin America and Mexican artists.

Required Reading:

· Selected literary works.

Required Writing:

· Homework assignments

·  Essays using selected vocabulary and topics.

· One project on Spanish speaking country.

General Statement:

Procedures:

Be prepared for class means:

· Homework is checked at the beginning of class. Have it out and ready to be checked.

Consequences:

Grading policy:

Students are assessed based on:

· Class work and classroom participation and behavior.

· Homework

· Quizzes

· Tests

· Compositions

· Projects

· Homework is graded based on completion, not accuracy. Homework must be complete to receive credit. Homework may not be turned in late.

· Compositions and projects: will be graded using the school-wide writing rubric.

· Quarter grades: Each assignment, quiz and test will be given a point value. Grades will be based on the percentage of points a student earns out of the total possible points each term.
