1. Always bring your authentic SSR book to class. (worth HW pts.)

Every effort will be made to set aside at least 5 min./class for this as well.

2. Read at least 20 min./night at home Mon.-Thurs. and Sun. (be my guest to read more than that!)

3. Keep  the Reading Journal section of your binder up to date. When starting a new book, enter Date, Title, Author, Genre, Sub-genre, #pps. However, when writing a new entry for the same book, simply enter Date, Title, start-finish pps. for that day’s or night’s reading. You must bring this journal to school each day along with your SSR book, that will count toward the SSR portion of your homework grade. 

4. Refer to handout “Seventh Grade Book Review Writing Assignment/Scoring Rubric” for writing your Book Review. Due date for your first book review will be Fri., Sept. 30.

5. You will select school and reading level appropriate books for SSR. No comic books or comic book-like books will qualify. If there are pictures, they must not be more than 15% of the total book.
6. You must take care with your book selection, because the book you select will be the book you must finish and do your book review on. The book you select will be the only official SSR book considered for daily grading purposes. Besides, making the effort necessary to find a book you truly will want to read is one of the important aspects of being or becoming a good, strong, independent reader
