The Board was notified of the death of Marsha Bowes on July 25, 2019. Ms. Bowes was retired under Option A, as of April 1, 2010. She was also receiving a survivor allowance under M.G.L. c 32 §9. Both benefits terminated upon her death.

The Board was notified of the death of Bradford Pope on July 29, 2019. Mr. Pope was a group 4 employee of the Hull Police Department when he retired on December 22, 1980 under Accidental Disability, under the Heart Law due to hypertension. Greg Galvin made a motion, seconded by Brian Thompson to grant Ms. Lucy Pope a survivor benefit pursuant to M.G.L. c. 21 §9, pending a certification from Mr. Pope’s physician stating he was still being treated for hypertension and this was the cause of his death.
